You'll be lifting and
moving empty bottles and supplies within the venue, reloading trucks
with unused inventory and ensuring that bars are fully stocked at all
times. If you would like to help with the physical demands of the
Festival, this job is definitely for you.

If you have a friendly, reliable and outgoing personality, you'll love
slinging drinks to thirsty customers. The job is fun (and popular), but its
also grueling work. Be prepared to roll up your sleeves and get elbow
deep in ice! Bartending experience is an asset but not a necessity. You
may also be required to help with other bar duties such as stocking
liquor. Please note Bar Servers must attend a mandatory bar training
session prior to the Festival.

Energetic and personable, Rovers move throughout the venue selling
drink tokens. You should like being centre stage and have a strong
personality, as your job is to draw attention to yourself to sell, sell, sell!!
Please note that Token Rovers are also asked to help remove garbage and
empty glasses from tables, etc. throughout the evening.

Bar tokens are sold at each venue for the purchase of alcohol and soft
drinks. This job is a stationary position and you will be placed in close
proximity to the bar. Previous experience handling cash is an asset.

Volunteer If you're naturally a smiling, warm person and love to chat, you'll enjoy

welcoming patrons as they arrive at Festival venues. You should be
knowledgeable, not only of the show in your venue, but also of what's
going on around town. Greeters are also asked to collect contact
information from patrons to be used for post-Festival surveys. Please
note that this job requires you to stand for lengthy periods of time (but if
we're feeling generous, may let you have a break :)

‘The Harvest Jazz and Blues Festival are taking the steps in the
direction of positive change to 'GO GREEN'.

Other initiatives that are taking
place in the background are to assure that food vendors are using
biodegradable containers.

Please note that this position may
involve standing for lengthy periods of time. Security Volunteers
should dress for the weather as they could be working outside on the
venue grounds.
