� Arrive 1.5 hours before the scheduled show starts, which is one hour BEFORE the venue 

doors open. 

� Check in with the Volunteer Coordinator upon arrival. 

� The Volunteer Coordinator will provide you with a t-shirt, venue pass and name tag once 

you have signed in. 

� Each Volunteer will receive one t-shirt for the duration of the Festival.  Be sure to bring it 

with you for all shifts!  

� Dress in layers as it can be cool in the tents. 

� Each Volunteer is responsible for helping to maintain a clean environment in his or her 

venue. Please help pick up empty cans and garbage throughout the shifts. Venues must be 

clean before the shift ends. 

� No drinking alcoholic beverages during your shift. 

� If you plan to have a drink when you are not working, please do not wear your volunteer t-

shirt. 

� Check out with the Volunteer Coordinator at the end of your shift to receive your free jam 

pass. 

� You must present two items to enter the jam: the ticket you received from the Volunteer 

Coordinator and your volunteer venue pass.   

� You can use your jam ticket for one of any Electric Boogie at the Hoodoo, After Burner 

show at the Blues Tent, or the Late Night Jam at the Market, not necessarily the night of 

your volunteer shift.
